


Camp Use Information

Thank you for your interest in using Camp El Tesoro, our ‘Treasure on the Brazos River’. This packet contains information on
facilities, activities and food service as well as reservation procedures. El Tesoro Rules and Guidelines and a fee schedule are
also included. Should you have any questions, please contact the Outdoor Registrar at 817-831-2111.

USE OF EL TESORO

Camp El Tesoro, located 45 minutes southwest of Fort Worth near Granbury, is owned and operated by Camp Fire USA First
Texas Council. Community groups are welcome to use the facility.

Unless special arrangements are approved, arrival time on Friday is 5PM. Campers should not plan to arrive earlier, as
preparations for their visit may not be complete until then. Campers departing on Saturday should vacate their cabin by 2:00
p.m. (although they may continue to enjoy the camp until 8PM). Campers arriving on Saturday may check into their cabins
beginning at 3PM (they may arrive earlier but shouldn’t plan to enter cabins until 3:00). All campers are expected to depart by
2PM on Sunday. Campers staying over weekdays should make arrangements with Camp Registrar for arrival and departure
times.

Campers who plan to reserve for ‘day use’ only may arrive no earlier than 7:30AM and depart no later than 8PM. Please
confirm time of arrival with Camp Registrar. Upon arrival, please check-in with the Camp Host.

All participants must agree to abide by all El Tesoro rules and guidelines.
PROCEDURE FOR RESERVATION

1. Review the information enclosed in this packet carefully. If this is your first time to make a reservation, you may arrange
for a visit to El Tesoro. To make an appointment call the Site Manager (817-910-1242) at least one week in advance.

2. Complete the enclosed Reservation Request form and return it to the Camp Registrar with the reservation deposit.
Reservations will not be confirmed until the reservation deposit is received.

3. Upon receipt of the Reservation Request form and deposit, lodging assignments will be finalized and your reservation will
be confirmed by written agreement. Please sign and return the Use Agreement to the camp registrar.

4. All fees are due 3 weeks prior to the first scheduled day at El Tesoro.

5. Ifadditional charges are required, Camp Fire will bill the group within 30 days following the last day of use.
FOOD SERVICE

1. Requests for food service should be indicated on the Reservation Request form.

2. You may select meals from the camp menu at least one week in advance. All meals will be served in Main Lodge.
3. A‘guaranteed’ number is required one week prior to the first scheduled day at El Tesoro.

4. Camp staff will prepare meals for an additional 10% of the ‘guaranteed number’. The group will be charged for the exact
number of meals served (however, no less than the ‘guaranteed number’).

ACTIVITY RESERVATIONS
1. Requests for activities should be indicated on the Reservation Request form.

2. Fulfillment of activity requests may be affected by weather, availability of appropriate supervisors or other circumstances.
Every effort will be made to meet your requests.



DAMAGE DEPOSIT
1. A‘Damage Deposit’ is required at the same time fees are due (3 weeks prior to the first day of use).

2. A damage/clean-up charge will be assessed and deducted from the damage deposit for those buildings not left in an
acceptable condition (beds and furniture left as found, no trash remaining, floors swept, furnishings/fixtures in same
condition as upon arrival).

3. Those not following El Tesoro Rules and Guidelines may forfeit the damage deposit.

REFUND PoOLICY
1. All deposits and fees are refundable up to 3 weeks prior to the first scheduled day of use. After that, minimum facility fees
(housing and meeting space) are non-refundable.

2. Activity fees and food service fees are refundable up to 2 weeks prior to the first scheduled day of use. After that only 50%
of these fees are refundable.

3. Any part of the damage deposit which is eligible to be returned (see above) will be refunded to the group within 30 days of
the last day of use.

INSURANCE

Members of Camp Fire are covered by liability insurance while at Camp El Tesoro. All other non-Camp Fire groups/persons
should document liability insurance (minimum $1,000,000) by naming Camp Fire as an additional insured on group/personal
policy, or make arrangements to purchase liability insurance for the time group/persons are scheduled to be on site. The camp
registrar must receive a copy of the Certificate of Liability Insurance prior to camp arrival.

EMERGENCY CARE
1. All groups using El Tesoro must have at least one adult who is CPR certified (Red Cross or equivalent).

2. In addition, all youth groups must have at least one adult who is First Aid certified (Red Cross or equivalent), a physician,
or a registered nurse.

CHECK IN/CHECK OUT

1. Upon arrival, check in with the Camp Host to review schedule and building reservations and set up a time for walk-thru
prior to departure. A Checkout form is given to the group leader upon check-in. Allow time before departure for the Camp
Host to visit each reserved building.

2. Uponarrival, each group is asked to inspect their reserved buildings and notify the Camp Host of any concerns.

3. Prior to departure, assure that all reserved buildings are left in an acceptable condition, walk through all facilities used
with the Camp Host and sign Check-out form, confirming number of participants.



FACILITY DESCRIPTION

El Tesoro is located 45 minutes southwest of Fort Worth on 236 acres where Fall Creek empties into the Brazos River.
Accommodations range from rustic rock cabins to lodges with a kitchen. Unit Lodges and recreational areas are to be shared
by all users in camp unless an additional fee has been paid to secure ‘Exclusive Use’.

LivE OAK UNIT

Eleven rock cabins are situated near the Main Lodge area. These cabins are
screened with roll down canvas flaps and a covered porch along the front of each
building. Eight beds are in each cabin and there is no electricity, with the
exception of one enclosed cabin (it has windows in lieu of canvas flaps) that has
wall outlets. This single cabin (Luna) has 12 beds. Near each cabin is a picnic
table and fire circle. There is a central casita (shower house) with separate
accommodations for males and females. The casita is lighted but not heated.

Main Lodge is the central lodge for this unit. It is composed of a large Dining
Area and an area referred to as Phase Il. All meal service takes place in Main
Lodge. Only camp designated personnel are allowed to use this kitchen facility.
The Dining Area can seat approximately 168 people around square tables. Phase
Il is adjacent to the Dining Area and can be used for meetings, gatherings, or as
additional dining space. Approximately 64 people can be seated in this area.
Main Lodge has ceiling fans, central heat ;

and bathrooms. A covered porch extends
along the front of the lodge. Both Phase Il
and the Dining Area have a fireplace. A
refrigerator and ice machine are available
in Main Lodge for guest use.

REDWOOD UNIT

Ten wood cabins surround the Redwood Lodge in an area approximately 200 yards from Main Lodge. These cabins are
screened with roll down canvas flaps and a covered porch along the front of each building. Ten beds are in each cabin and
there is no electricity. Near each cabin is a picnic table and fire circle. There is a central casita (shower house) with separate
accommodations for males and females. The casita is lighted but not heated.

Redwood Lodge is a large open-air pavilion. It has electricity, will hold about 60 people and has bench seating around the
perimeter.

CEDAR UNIT

Four rock cabins are grouped in an area approximately 200 yards up the ‘Main Trail' from Main Lodge. These cabins are
screened with roll down canvas flaps, have electricity and a covered porch along the front of each building. Twelve beds fit
comfortably in these spacious cabins. There is a small casita (shower house) with separate accommodations for males and
females. The casita is lighted but not heated.

RuLoHo is a large pavilion located near the Cedar Unit. RuLoHo has a half bath
and an enclosed kitchen with sink, refrigerator and stove. The pavilion seats 80
and has electricity and a fireplace.




DISCOVERY UNIT

Three duplex style cabins are grouped in an area approximately 200
yards up the trail from RuLoHo. Each cabin has 22 beds with a
bathroom dividing two sides (11 beds each). These cabins have
electricity, ceiling fans and a heating unit.

Discovery Lodge is a large building that can be used for
activities or meetings. Approximately 80 persons can be seated
around tables in this building. The lodge has electricity, central
heat and 2 fireplaces. A small kitchen (stove, oven, refrigerator)
and an ice machine are available for guest use.

The Pavilion is a covered picnic shelter located near Discovery Lodge.

HORIZON LODGE

The A-frame Horizon Lodge is located approximately .75 miles from Main
Lodge. Twenty-two beds are divided between two ‘rooms’. One room is
downstairs and the other is an upstairs loft open to the area below. The lodge
has a meeting/dining area as well as a full kitchen and bathroom facilities. It
also has electricity and a circular indoor fireplace, as well as central heat.

CIT LODGE

The CIT Lodge is located approximately 100 yards up the road from Main Lodge.
This building has a screened porch, which runs along two sides. Fifteen beds are
divided between two smaller bedrooms and a larger sleeping area. The lodge has
a meeting/dining area with lounge chairs and couches, tables and chairs, full
kitchen and bathroom facilities. It also has electricity, an indoor fireplace, and
central heat.

HEALTH HOUSE

The Health House is located next to the suspension bridge. Twelve beds are divided
between two smaller bedrooms and a larger sleeping area. A multipurpose room
contains a fireplace, table and chairs, couches, and is air-conditioned. The lodge also
has a full kitchen and bathroom facilities, electricity, and furnace heat.




OTHER HOUSING FACILITIES
There are two small screened cabins that have electricity. Owaissa is located close to the Main Lodge and has six beds.
Rewoka is located near RuLoHo and has five beds.

FACILITIES AVAILABLE FOR DAY USE
All of our meeting places are available for exclusive use day rental. Bring your group out and use Main Lodge, Phase I,
Discovery Lodge, RuLoHo, and any of our recreational activities just for the day.

RECREATIONAL FACILITIES/ACTIVITIES

The Chapel is a beautiful rock pavilion
that seats approximately 250.

A lighted Multi-court (tennis/basketball/volleyball) is located on the road near
the Discovery Unit.

A Softball Field is located in the ‘second meadow’ east of the main parking area.

A Nature Trail runs along the creek beginning at La Amistad and ending near the Brazos
River.

Fall Creek winds through the camp and provides a great opportunity for creek
walking/wading. An adult must always be present and shoes must be worn in the creek.
Any time the water depth is more than knee deep, a certified lifeguard must be in
attendance.

The Brazos River is beautiful to view and its shores are a pleasure to explore. However, the river is ever-changing and subject
to floodwaters, therefore activities at the river require adult supervision and emergency rescue equipment to be available.
There is no swimming allowed in the Brazos River.

Mt. Loma is ET’s little mountain and much of the area to the west of camp
can be viewed from the top. It’s a great place to go hiking and view
the sunset.
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
